1 Thessalonians 2:1-12

1. A humble Christian lives a gospel-centered life and is bold in God (v.2)
2. A humble Christian speaks with honesty (v.3)

3. A humble Christian seeks to please God and not man (v.4-6)

4. A humble Christian is gentle and affectionate (v.7-8)

5. A humble Christian is on mission with God (v.9)
6. A humble Christian is holy, righteous, and blameless in his/her conduct (v.10)

7. A humble Christian walks in a manner worthy of God (v.11-12)
